In 1989 a gunshot wound rendered him blind, but the indomitable spirit he’d learned in the Korean martial arts provided him with a weapon for overcoming what could have been a career-ending injury.   While continuing to teach the Korean fighting arts and climb through their ranks.   Ott decided it was time to give back to the martial arts community.   His most recent effort was a fund-raiser that netted $1,390 for an abused girl.
