Trust fund starts for girl blinded in foster care
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A fundraiser this month, and two more later, will raise money for a trust fund that will help a girl who was maimed while in state foster care.
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Robert Ott, a victim himself of a shooting and assault that left him blind in 1990, and his wife, Kimberly, have started the fund, called the Certain Victory

Trust Fund.

Ott kicked off the fund with a $5,000 donation.

A martial arts seminar will take place Sept. 15-16 to raise money, and a martial arts tournament will take place Oct. 6 at the Thurston County Fairgrounds

to raise more. The final event will be a Dec. 15 Christmas party.

At Certain Victory Food Services Inc., the Otts provide labor to feed troops at Fort Lewis. He has a biography titled "Certain Victory."

The fund was started to help an unnamed South Sound girl authorities say was partially blinded with hypodermic needles while in state-licensed care.

Her foster mother, Chornice Lewis, has been charged with two counts of assault in King County Superior Court, the News Tribune in Tacoma reported.

Various public records show she received more than $101,000 in state foster care payments between 1997 and 2006, when she had custody of the girl.

Ott said the fund will be held in trust for the girl until she turns 18 and is out of foster care.

The money is intended for her education and future health care expenses.
