Today a person can still find a place to get his or her pants fitted to the correct size or to have a trim placed on the clothing.  But to find a person who can make a quality set of clothing from an idea in ones own mind is another ball game.  
Here in the great Northwest lies a small little business titled, “Lady Lynn's Natural Fiber Fabrics.”  The owner of this business Lynn Garner has been operating this service oriented place for 26 years and credits her skills on what she has learned from her Mother, Aunt, Grandmother, 4-H Club and Virginia Nastiuk.  She feels that her business and people skills come from her time at Evergreen State (Graduated in 1974) but more then anything just practice, practice and practice.  
The business itself focuses on custom tailoring, alterations & fabric sales.  However, the variations of service that it offers ranges from personal alterations, tailoring garments from scratch as well as altering readymade garments. They also sell beautiful, top quality natural fiber fabrics, silk, wool, linen, cotton & rayon.  In conjunction they work with independent patterns, buttons, trims, sewing tools, etc.  The expertise is usually shown when one observes how well Lynn is able to listen to what a customer wants.  The communication has certainly been the success for the business.  Assisting in the success of the business is Lorraine Pierce who has been enjoying the opportunity of working with Lynn for quite some time.  
I, as a customer have been utilizing the talent of Lynn for several years and have certainly come to appreciate her skills in the trade she demonstrates each day.  One of the most recent projects that Lynn has demonstrated is a Korean Martial Arts Generals Uniform that I had her make for me.  This uniform is usually made custom in South Korea where as in this situation it was made local via Lynn Garner.  This uniform was recently worn for a photo that was taken for Tae Kwon Do Times Magazine.  This magazine is an international one that has been in existence for over 30 years of business.  It was an honor to be wearing such a fantastic uniform for that occasion.  I could not help but ask Lynn what it takes to create such an amazing piece.  Her answer was the following: “Visualization is a big part of this work.  Custom tailoring requires taking a flat piece of fabric & making it fit an endless variety of body contours (a three dimensional puzzle, if you will.)  Alterations are that, plus being able to think inside out & upside down and then taking an existing garment apart & remaking it to fit an individual body.  I often spend many off-hours visualizing a solution to a fitting problem before actually taking a garment apart & remaking it or redesigning it.”
