          Our on the Mat Training consists of so much material that it normally takes a bit more time than most other types of martial arts to earn the first dan black belt. Due in large part to the fact that before you can even begin to consider the advanced material at middle gup levels prior to Black belt you must have a strong foundation in protective falling principals known as nakbub. Without nakbub being intuitive in your development serious injury can occur. In addition we train Moo ki gong (extensions of the body).The various traditional weapons including Dan bong (short staff), Jul bong (known also as nunchucka), Jang Bong (6 foot staff), Jung Bong (5 foot staff), Danto (knife), Gum Do (Korean Sword), Rope, Cane, and Royal Court Style Fan known as Boo Chee.
